ITEM 4. — SPECIAL USE —Hunters Creek Apartments

Approva of aminor amendment to an gpproved Specia Use for location of a detached
accessory storage building

PRESENT:  Jay Young, Holt Congtruction

Dan Johnson explained this was a proposed amendment to an approved Specia Use permit
and that the Code dlows the Planning Commission to gpprove minor amendments. The
proposa isfor a detached accessory building in the apartment complex areafor the purpose
of goring lawn and maintenance equipment. The origind proposed location posed problems
with emergency access from the end of Ledie, so adifferent location has been sdlected. The
new location isin agrass area and would not affect any landscaping currently in place. Also,
this building would not be visible to any use other than the apartment complex itsdlf.

Jay Y oung said the building would be a maintenance facility for equipment, parts and supplies.
They are currently located in the lower level of the business office. There would not be an
officeinit, 0 no phone or water. Ray Schafer asked if the structure would resemble the
business office and Mr. Y oung confirmed that it would.

Bill Skute asked about the entrance to the building. Jay Y oung said there would be asmadll
concrete gpron attached to the existing paved surface.
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Bev Gill asked if the new location meets the 30-foot sethack. Dan Johnson confirmed that it
did.

Ray Schafer asked if there was anything relative to lighting of which they should be aware.
Jay Y oung sad the lighting would be minima on the front and insde.

DECISION:  Jm Sumner moved, Bill Sikute seconded, to gpprove an application for an
accessory building at the revised proposed site with the following conditions.

1. Thebuilding location is based on the revised map submitted.

2. Landscaping around the base of the Structure is provided asrequired in
the R-4 didtrict.

ITEM 5—PUBLIC HEARING — D-1 Zoning District Code amendments

nonconformities created by a zoning change, and involvement of the Downtown Design
Review Committee in the gpprova process for new developments.

There was additiona discussion regarding sdewak widths. The Commission wanted to get a
better understanding of the 8-feet width that was recommended compared to the 10-foot
width that wasin the concept plan presented by Mendaos Triantafillou Dan Johnson will be
checking into this further.

City Manager David Watz recommended extending the public hearing until the August
Panning Commission mesting to offer more opportunity for public input.

DECISION:  John Moores moved, Bill Skute seconded, to table thisitemfor further input
and another public hearing. A roll call vote was taken. All members present
voted aye. Motion carried.

ITEM 6 —MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS

Chairman Ray Schafer adminigtered the Oath of Office to Beverly Gill who was regppointed
to the Blue Ash Planning Commission.
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David Wdtz mentioned that gaff is working on an RFP to bring in a consultant to assst with a
refined streetscaping plan. Planning Commisson and Council will both be involved when that
process begins.

Jm Sumner asked about the progress for side yard issues regarding tear down. Dan Johnson
told Sumner that he continues to consider the problem, but in terms of actual progress and
additiona studies, there are no new updates. Mr. Sumner told the Planning Commission
membersthat it isadso Council’s direction to come up with some approach to side yard
requirements. Thereisno deadline set for this, but Mr. Sumner would like to find away to
accelerate it.
